            “The Soft Tissue Diode Laser allows me to provide patients with a more painless tool to do minor esthetic and surgical dental procedures quickly, without bleeding, often without numbing the tissue, and with rapid predictable healing,” said Marshall Fagin, D.D.S., a prosthodontist specialist.  “Having worked with a laser for four years, I don't know how I worked without it in the past,” Fagin added.
  
Soft tissue lasers like the newest Odyssey Diode Laser, also known as Odysseyä2.4G, are manufactured by Ivoclar Vivadent.  Ivoclar Vivadent is a worldwide manufacturing company headquartered in Schaan Lichtenstein, with its North American operations based in Amherst, New York.  This laser enables doctors to easily and safely perform a variety of soft tissue procedures, like on a patient’s gums, right in their office.  

Unlike periodontal gum surgery with conventional surgical instruments, laser technology eliminates traditional therapies that once caused pain to the patient.  The practitioner is able to use the laser on patients needing limited cosmetic recontouring of the gum tissues around teeth and for creating impressions underneath and around the gums of teeth for crowns and bridges.  It eliminates the need for “packing strings” around gums that is often discomforting to patients.  
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        “When these steps are taken with laser treatment, it often reduces stress for both the dental team and the patient, especially when multiple teeth are being treated,” said Dr. Fagin.                       
     Laser technology is commonly used in dentistry for tooth whitening, treatment of cold sores, gum therapy, cavity preparation and removal of the decay.  It is deemed safe for use on all patients according to the Academy of General Dentistry.  This high tech approach to treatment is used by about five percent of U.S. dentists, according to manufacturers and related associations.  For more information, go to www.laserdentistry.org.
